When a serious spinal cord
injury forced Hutchison to stop dancing, she began
modeling and acting. She made her acting debut in
the made for television movie ‘Mirrors,” and went on
to receive a coveted Emmy nomination for the role
of Jenna Bradshaw on the Daytime drama 'Guiding
Light,' and also played Celia Frasier on 'As the World
Turns'. She has also appeared in several feature
films, including 'Biggles,' '"American Gothic,' 'Rage,’
'Something To Believe In,' and the independent film
'Prey of The Jaguar'. Hutchison has also starred in
'‘Everything's Jake,' with Ernie Hudson 'Ghostbusters'
and 'The Crow'). Hutchison is also a highly
accomplished, critically acclaimed theater actress.
She has performed frequently with The New English
Stage Company and was also featured in the
off-Broadway productions of Noel Coward's Private
Lives and Terra Nova. She co-starred with Tatum
O'Neal in 'ATerrible Beauty,' 'Naked From The Waist
Down,' and also starred in the plays 'An ldeal
Husband' and ‘Dial M For Murder’, the latter having
received numerous rave reviews.
